It is expected that potential offerors will be prequalified based primarily upon the experience and capabilities of the prime prequalifying company as described in its prequalification submission.  The prime company may elect to satisfy some Prequalification Criteria that cannot be met directly by the prime through the prequalification of teaming partner(s) and/or sub-tier subcontractor(s).  Any change in the composition of the company, team, or other legal entity (including business unit changes) that prequalifies will cause that company’s, team’s, or other legal entity’s prequalification to be void.  Prospective offerors that encounter a change in the composition of its company, team, or legal entity must resubmit a new prequalification submission for evaluation and approval before their proposal will be accepted.

Experience of the potential prime offeror (potential prime subcontractor), sub-tier subcontractors, or other teaming partners shall be limited to its corporate experience.  Experience of parent companies, subsidiaries, or other corporate affiliates will not be considered unless these corporate entities are also a part of the potential offerors’  team and meet all applicable requirements of these Prequalification Criteria.  UCOR will only consider employees currently on the staff of the potential offeror, or potential employees from whom written commitment to participate in any resultant agreement with the potential offeror has been documented and submitted with responses to Prequalification Criteria.
Note: UCOR reserves the right to disqualify a firm and/or its teaming partners from proposing on work if UCOR has actual knowledge of poor safety, quality, financial, and/or schedule performance on existing and/or past work for UCOR or others.  This right to disqualify applies even if the firm and/or their teaming partners have otherwise met all other UCOR Prequalification Criteria.

The Subcontract contemplated may include, but not necessarily be limited to, the following work: 

Summary Scope of Work:

UCOR (the CONTRACTOR) was selected by the U. S. Department of Energy Oak Ridge Environmental Management (DOE-OREM) to manage the site interpretation and K-25 Historic Preservation activities at the East Tennessee Technology Park (ETTP) in Oak Ridge, Tennessee.  As part of this work scope, UCOR is responsible for the development and maintenance of a web-based K-25 Virtual Museum that fulfills Stipulation 12 specified in the executed Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between multiple consulting parties pursuant to the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.  

I. According to the MOA, DOE-OREM must obtain the services of a web development firm to be responsible for developing the K-25 Virtual Museum.  The K-25 Virtual Museum will incorporate input from the MOA’s consulting parties into the overall design of the following elements:

a. Multi-media opportunities for viewing, learning, and researching aspects of the K-25 site and its Manhattan Project and Cold War history.

b. An interactive map of the site where a viewer can click on a building or area that will open up to a menu of information types. Menu types may include, but are not limited to: 

1. Photographs (archival and recent)
2. Incorporation of oral histories previously prepared, documented, and collected as part of the Center for Oak Ridge Oral History (COROH) project. 

3. Drawings and plans.
4. Videos (including those from the COROH project).
5. Descriptive materials of the buildings’ purposes and functions.
c. A Digital Memory Box (DMB) that uses electronic multimedia to capture former workers’ and/or their families’ stories so that they can contribute to the archive of the site’s history for collection, review, preservation, and presentation.  

II. The K-25 Virtual Museum will be similar to the Portsmouth Gaseous Diffusion Plant Virtual Museum (http://www.portsvirtualmuseum.org).  
III. The Virtual Museum’s development must occur according to a schedule that achieves the following milestones:
a. Prepare and distribute an outline of proposed features to UCOR no later than 60 calendar days after subcontract award.  Be prepared to receive and resolve comments from DOE-OREM and other MOA consulting parties, if applicable.  
b. At a minimum, provide monthly progress updates to the project manager/team. 

c. Conduct two Internal Project Reviews (IPRs): 

1. To UCOR no later than eight (8) months after subcontract award.  Be prepared to receive and resolve comments, if applicable. 

2. To UCOR and DOE-OREM no later than 16 months after subcontract award.  Be prepared to receive and resolve comments.  

d. Conduct a final preview of the Virtual Museum to UCOR, DOE-OREM, and the Consulting Parties no later than 18 months after subcontract award.  Be prepared to receive and resolve comments, if applicable.  . 
e. Prepare to launch the K-25 Virtual Museum no later than six (6) months after the final preview.  Final authority to launch the K-25 Virtual Museum will likely be determined after a final review by DOE-OREM or applicable approval authority.  
IV. The Virtual Museum shall be retained and maintained on the Internet at least until August 6, 2022, or until another suitable party is identified and approved by DOE.  
In support of the above work, work may also include:
· Frequent interface with project leadership (UCOR and/or DOE-OREM) and/or applicable consulting parties as outlined in the Memorandum of Agreement.
· Web and/or software development according to industry best practices.
· Multiple presentations regarding the outline of proposed features and the preview of the virtual museum to Consulting Parties for review, comment, resolution, incorporation, and final approval.
· Provide input to semi-annual reporting process.
· Submittal of materials in a timeframe so and or all security, classification, and cyber-security reviews can be completed on a schedule that facilitates an on-time launch.
· Content and/or material development that is free of copyrights or licenses.
· Assist in developing a method/process for best managing the Digital Memory Box (DMB) and Oral History features so that there is, at a minimum, a review (as described below) of submitted user-generated content for inclusion into the DMB and Oral History archives.  The purpose of the review is to prevent any sensitive or inappropriate content from being entered into the archives.  
· Interface with Professional Site Design Team and Museum Professional to facilitate integration of Virtual Museum content, including the DMB feature, into the features and capabilities of the on-site History Center, and other potential interactive elements.
· Conduct annual web registry, procure applicable security certifications, and other applicable actions necessary for hosting and maintaining the website for at least until August 6, 2022 or if and when another suitable party takes responsibility for the Virtual Museum.
· Implement and maintain applicable security measures and tools as required ensuring continued availability and integrity.

· For periodic content updates, interface with the party responsible for management of the K-25 Museum, UCOR, and/or DOE-OREM, whichever applies.
