It is expected that potential offerors will be prequalified based primarily upon the experience and capabilities of the prime prequalifying company as described in its prequalification submission.  The prime company may elect to satisfy some Prequalification Criteria that cannot be met directly by the prime through the prequalification of a teaming partner(s) and/or lower-tier subcontractor(s).  Any change in the composition of the company, team, or other legal entity (including business unit changes) that prequalifies will cause that company’s, team’s, or other legal entity’s prequalification to be void.  Prospective offerors that encounter a change in the composition of its company, team, or legal entity must resubmit a new prequalification submission for evaluation and approval before their proposal will be accepted.

Experience of the potential prime offeror (potential prime subcontractor), lower-tier subcontractors, or other teaming partners shall be limited to its corporate experience. Note: UCOR reserves the right to disqualify a firm and/or its teaming partners from proposing on work if UCOR has actual knowledge of poor safety, quality, financial, and/or schedule performance on existing and/or past work for UCOR or others.  This right to disqualify applies even if the firm and/or their teaming partners have otherwise met all other UCOR Prequalification Criteria.

The Subcontract contemplated may include, but not necessarily be limited to, the following work: 

Expansion of a Class 4 industrial landfill for classified waste.

Summary Scope of Work:

UCOR will require field services for a 2-acre expansion of Industrial Landfill IV in support of its Environmental Management Cleanup Contract with the U. S. Department of Energy Oak Ridge Operations Office (DOE-ORO), DOE Contract No. DE-SE-0004645.  

Under the East Tennessee Environmental Cleanup Contract, UCOR is responsible for the execution of the Environmental Restoration and Waste Management program at the DOE sites in Oak Ridge, Tennessee. 

Work Included:


· Protection of workers health and safety.
· Furnish trained supervision, labor, equipment, tools, supplies and materials to excavate the expansion area to design grades.
· Install multi-component liner system – low permeability clay and polypropylene geomembrane
· Install leachate collection system – stone, piping, geocomposite and geotextile
· Connect to existing leachate system and upgrade leachate storage system – additional tank space, piping, pumps and controls.
· Install fencing, and access roads and ramps.
· Cleaning all equipment before mobilization to site and  upon completion of the work. 
· Provide site safety and health officer or designated personnel with current blood-born pathogen training (29 CFR 1910.1030), first aid training, and CPR training (29 CFR 1910.269).
· Maintain compliance with federal, state, and local laws and regulations and environmental protection requirements in performance of the work.
· Clean and restore disturbed areas.
· Produce a set of marked-up as-built drawings and all necessary civil survey for layout work and materials testing to confirm acceptability prior to testing by the Independent Quality Assurance subcontractor. 

Work Not Included:

Independent Quality Assurance:  An independent subcontractor working directly for UCOR to verify compliance of expansion field work with the design and produce the Certification Report for TDEC-DSWM approval.

Security:  ILF-IV is a classified waste disposal facility.  Security coverage will be provided.

Regulatory:  Packaging and transmittal of documents requiring TDEC-DSWM approval (the Issued for Construction Design and the Certification Report)

Additional Information: 

Field work is weather sensitive so work must be completed prior to full onset of winter weather – nominally no later than December 16, 2016.

Disruption of landfill operations by expansion work must be closely coordinated and minimized.  All crew inside the Landfill IV fence must be US citizens.  During classified waste disposals in the operating area immediately adjacent to the expansion area, non-cleared field crew must leave the fenced landfill perimeter until waste is covered.  Disposals will be scheduled in advance.

Q clearances are preferred for field crew for ease of access to the work area, but clearances are not required since no access to classified information is necessary.  Uncleared field crew must be escorted by a Q-cleared escort who can have no collateral duties.  Maximum number of escortees is 10 per Q-cleared escort.  Assume there will be Official Use Only information involved.  A favorable FOCI is required.
